ModifyFile is a simple Windows program (Sorry MAC lovers, but you guys are smarter that us Windows guys, so I’m sure you don’t make these types of mistakes!) The program has a simple objective, “Get the cart out of the ditch and back on the road” It is not endorsed or supported by The Pokemon Company in any way, nor is it warranted by us in any way. Use it at your own risk! It was developed and tested with TDF files from TOM 1.31. It works by making specific changes to the XML file (Tournaments TDF) file, and prefixes your file name with the word Modified, and should leave your original file untouched. One main reason we made this is that people make mistakes, and its safer to have a controlled interface then for someone to deal with editing the TDF file. If you encounter any problems send me any details to mike@mspokemon.com, don’t send me a TDF file with players names in it, this would violate your agreement with Pokemon and player privacy.

It was designed to make a few simple corrections to the TOM TDF file to correct 5 common mistakes that people make when running an event that you should realize in round 1. They are:

1. Remove the late player tag when it was really the fault of the organizer or their staff, and not the player.
2. Stop a tournament early in the event of a prerelease; this will reduce the number of rounds required and allow your event to end after a specific number of rounds and prompt you to create the TRN file. Keep in mind that it will also permit you to increase the number of rounds, this however is something that you should never do, if you do, there is a very good chance that you will crash TOM. 
3. Reset the Table numbers to start each POD at #1, so if you forgot to set it, now you can fix it with this option. This should be done in Round 1, after you run this, reopen TOM, and print the all pairings report.
4. Correct the round time, forgot to rest the time for a prerelease from 40 minutes to 20 or 30, now you can fix it, it will not affect the current round, but future rounds will display the new time.
5. Meant to reset the finals play off time assuming you forgot to set this option correctly. For example you have to go down to 45 minutes due to a venue restriction, or from 60 to 90 minutes, this option will allow you to change the time.

The software package was a collaborative effort between Chris Schell and Mike Schell to allow you to resolve the common errors that can prevent your event from staying on track.  

Directions:

1. Place the file ModifyFile.EXE anywhere on your computer you want, just remember where, that part is up to you.
2. Close and Save TOM, you can’t modify the file when its in use.
3. Select Start
4. Select Run
5. Enter CMD
6. Type CD\Where you put it (I placed mine in C:\PUI_TOM where I have TOM installed.)
7. Type ModifyFile followed by a space, then the name of the tournament file you want to change, note it needs the complete name including the .tdf at the end.
8. The new file will add the word modified to the beginning of the file name, this is the file to reopen in TOM to continue.

If you press TAB, it will step through the available files, once you have either typed or tabbed to display the correct file name, depress the Enter key. See Below
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
