The article was sent to us shortly after it was posted. 
Needless to say this should not have been possible as his name was not on the list, (and that will be addressed as well) but I want to be clear that in my opinion the blame for this issue is absolutely at the feet of the person who lied to our staff.


If I may be so bold as to ask this, but if lying to the staff is apparently so easy, how will you prevent this from happening in the future?

I also certainly hope that the current (that is, pre-Aydan Aires) Professor system does not simply ASSUME people are telling the truth and that there IS regular fact-checking of players? Otherwise, why even bother using P!P IDs if they're not going to state if someone is a Professor or not NOR are if they're even CHECKED to confirm that the P!P ID number is even legit?

I don't want to believe that the P!P (and/or an individual staff member) is SO careless that "yeah, I'm a Professor" is enough to get someone into a Professors Tournament.

My belief that the P!P staff is equally at fault for allowing this to happen depends on:
* If the P!P DOES have a system of checking P!P ID numbers and that the individual staff members merely neglected their duties;
* An individual P!P staff member knew Mr. Aires and snuck him in,
* If the P!P simply does NOT have a system for checking Professors and simply accepts players at face value ("yeah, I'm a Professor")
* Somehow the P!P system got hacked and Mr. Aires forged his Professor status, such that all the checks on his status came up "legit" and he was able to play.

Now I could be wrong, and I welcome you to correct me on this and explain how it's not the P!P's fault at all. But from where I stand, it's the P!P's responsibility that individual players adhere to the rules AND to ensure this system is protected and guaranteed to all, to the degree that any failure of this system and of P!P's responsibilities to the players is P!P's fault. I also feel that it's the P!P's responsibility to ensure that their staff follow proper procedure, and that even if an P!P staff member acted against set P!P staff guidelines, their actions still represent P!P. Just as my actions at work--such as badmouthing customers and calling the foul names--is just as much my responsibility as it is the company who hired me.

Of course, and I can't stress this enough, the P!P accepting responsibility for what happened does NOT absolve Mr. Aires from what he did. He lied to the P!P Staff and got into something he shouldn't have, and thus should face the consequences of his actions to the full extent of the P!P's jurisdiction. However, I feel that "The Buck Stops Here" is NOT just some fancy catch phrase and thus is a standard which I feel the P!P (and all other individuals and organizations in a leadership position) should try to uphold.... to the degree that trying to blame someone else for their own inability to protect their jurisdiction is probably the most irresponsible thing anyone or anything can do.

Now I'm not trying to be a dick by bring this up, but is it wrong for me to feel that the P!P is better than not only allowing this to happen, but to also accept responsibility for when it has, seeing as somewhere along the line there was a lax in their standards? Correct me if I'm wrong, but the P!P staff is supposed to guarantee that players follow the rules AND to ensure a fair playing environment for those who DO follow the rules. Unless I'm wrong, that's THEIR JOB. Otherwise there would be no Judge nor Professor system, as Nintendo would merely expect the players to self-regulate.

From my experience, the checks are kept very low at Professor Cups. There weren't any deck checks, not even on limited tournaments. While I appreciate that P!P wants to keep a friendly atmosphere at these events, the lack of checks can be abused easily.

I heard rumors about players who put in their own cards into their limited deck in 2009, and I wouldn't be surprised if this really was the case. Same problem in this case, there was no check for the requirements because P!P trusted the players to be professors and have enough points. Well, actually I'm not a friend of this "xx points" system anyway, since this also can and has be abused easily by 'taking a league' for a while, which, in some years, results in some of the winners didn't even judge a premier event that year - but that's another problem.

Now, who's responsible? Well, joining a tournament, knowing you aren't allowed to is kind of cheating. Unfortunally, cheaters aren't catched every time - sometimes you get themd, sometimes they just can't be spotted without the judge being very lucky. However, the person to blame is the cheater himself. I go to register for the professor cup, and I was told myself that I didn't have the points necessary to compete. I know this is untrue because I've been running the same league for almost 4 years now, and I definitely have enough time necessary to compete. I told them to do a history search, the same way this kid did, and they let me pass.

To be honest. The leniency here likely was being too much. I know theres stress with registration, but all you have to do is go into the computer system and see what I've judged the past year and how many seasons of league I run. I dont know if I didn't have the necessary points because I haven't been a professor for such a long period of time, but they could have just said no outright and I would have been alright with that too.

Now, I'm not saying this kid should go off easy. Its apparent he was under the proper age, and he continued to play despite the risks given. I'm going back to a 21 reference here once again. In top cut, she has proven herself against the best field of players there. She would have went on to win the event - especially if her ONLY loss was against Ayden. That means, she's more than likely to be able to take out the rest of the field. She would have won top cut if Ayden was not present. At least anyone with any sense could come to that conclusion. Don't be so blind.

 The tournament staff for that event, including but not limited to the Tournament 
Organizer, judges, score runners, and scorekeepers.
 Current employees and family members of The Pokémon Company International.
 Employees of Nintendo, GAME FREAK inc., or Creatures Inc.
 Employees of companies that are responsible for Pokémon Organized Play in the 
operation or coordination of Organized Play in their countries
 Former employees of any of the above companies within 60 days of their final date of 
employment
 Any player who has been suspended from participating in Pokémon Organized Play 
events by Pokémon Organized Play
 Players without invitations to play in special invite-only tournaments, such as the 
Pokémon World Championships"

The Spirit of the Game says that you, as a spectator are encouraged to go tell a judge if you see anything untoward happen in a game. Let me give you an example: at a cities I played at, I was playing VileGar against an opponent. I had trainer lock set up from turn two, but didn't realize my opponent had played an Expert Belt. Two other players who were watching the game did... and they said nothing to the judge. My opponent won because of the expert belt and when we were told what happened, he went to to TO to see if there was any way it could have been reversed. It was his mistake and my mistake, but there was no way to take it back at that point because both of us had signed the match slips. If the spectator who informed me immediately after the match had gone and told the judge before the match ended, it would have been a completely different game. It's important that we hold each other accountable to the rules that we expect to be held accountable to.

So yes in all caps and bold lest you forget it: IF YOU SEE SOMETHING WRONG HAPPEN IN A GAME YOU ARE SPECTATING, PLEASE LET A JUDGE KNOW EVEN IF IT'S NOT YOUR GAME. Thank you.

The error does severe damage to the gamestate. But it is not an automatic game loss because there was a card effect in play (Cyrus) the shuffle of the hand is a big error but it may be recoverable. Unless I have it wrong that particular example in the penalty guidelines is reserved for when a player shuffles their hand away for no reason.

The player misplayed Cyrus in spectacular fashion but it is still a misplay of Cyrus and not a shuffle of the hand without card effect. Probably will be a game loss because the gamestate cannot be recovered. Though ending with the same penalty the justification is different.


The "without a game effect" language is referring specifically to a game effect that tells you to shuffle your hand it, not just to any game effect that might be in play at the moment.

Game Loss would be right for this.
